The Lord Selkirk School Division is a smoke-free environment. Smoking and use of tobacco and vaping 

products are not allowed at any time on division property including all buildings, grounds, parking lots and 

school division vehicles. The exception to this policy is the participation in smudging and/or preparation of 

tobacco offerings in compliance with the provincial smudging protocol and guidelines. 

 

CONSEQUENCES FOR INFRACTION OF SMOKING, VAPING AND USE OF TOBACCO PRODUCTS 

- First infraction - the principal shall review the policy with the student regarding regulations, 

assistance available, and future consequences if the infraction recurs.  

 

- Second infraction - there shall be an automatic suspension until the parent/ guardian meets with 

school officials to discuss a plan of action and to give support.  

 

- Third infraction - a meeting shall be called with the student and parent/ guardian and school 

officials. A 3-day suspension shall follow.
